JUNIOR YEAR PLANNING SHEET

September – October

· Register for the PSAT.
· College Information Night – Watch for the date.
· Register for an ePEP at www.facts.org if you don’t already have one.
January - February

· Start researching colleges. Use handbooks and the Internet. Use the college resources at www.facts.org. Start a file of your college brochures and information.

· Start selecting courses for senior year. Make sure to choose challenging courses.

March

· Meet with your counselor and continue researching.

· Plan to visit colleges this spring, while they are in session. Contact the college admissions office to see when you can schedule a visit.

· Create a plan for when to take the SATs. Some colleges require or recommend SAT subject tests for admission. Talk to your counselor and teachers about taking subject tests this spring. (June is recommended)

· Research interesting and challenging summer programs, courses, jobs or activities.

April

· April - Registration deadline for the June SAT

· Keep looking for a great summer opportunity- programs, jobs, internships, volunteering, etc...

· Watch for and attend College Fairs.
· At least one community service project proposal is due to your Lead Teacher by April 1st.

May

· May - SAT exam.

· If you plan to compete in Division I or Division II college sports and want to be eligible to be recruited by colleges, you must register with the NCAA Initial Eligibility Clearinghouse. See www.NCAAClearinghouse.org.

June

· June - SAT exam given.

· Use your SAT scores and current GPA to start narrowing your range of colleges. 
July - August

· Register online early for the fall SATs. Take the SAT and SAT Subject tests well before college deadlines. Colleges receive scores about 3 weeks after the test, but it can take longer.

· Try to narrow your list to five to eight colleges by the end of the summer. Share these with your counselor in the fall.

· Request applications, brochures and financial aid information from colleges on your list.

· Continue researching and visiting colleges.

· Download the Common

· Application and complete at least one of the essays.
