Planning ahead for Senior year and your future…


· Keep your grades up!

· Select a challenging curriculum for your senior year (honors level and AP courses). Colleges look for the students with a strong curriculum.

· Select courses that will help you become an academy completer. 
· Check your course credit history (transcript) by visiting the FACTS.org website to access both your course credit history and your standing for Bright Futures eligibility. 
· If you find that you are missing a course, please select the course to be part of your schedule for senior year or register for night school or Florida Virtual School (www.flvs.net). You must get an appointment with your counselor the first week of December. Night school begins the same week we get back from the Winter Break.
· Start ‘shopping’ for the colleges/universities you are interested in. Visiting FACTS.org will help with finding a school. Select ‘career planning,’ then select ‘Florida Choices Planner,’ complete the information for making your own password, etc., then select ‘school finder.’

· Schedule campus visits for colleges/universities that you are planning to apply to. You may visit the college/universities website for any Florida college/university through FACTS.org, selecting ‘admissions’.
· Complete your community service before starting senior year! Community service is due Nov. 30 of your senior year. That is not a lot of time to do all 75 hours senior year. Don’t forget to submit your proposal before you begin. You should submit the proposal this year. See your lead teacher in 1013 for questions or visit ferguson.dadeschools.net for the community service packet and info.
· Keep a list of all extra-curricular activities you have participated in (sports teams, clubs, community service events, etc.), including any positions of leadership within clubs, jobs you have held, etc. Keep a list of all awards and recognition you have received (honor roll, etc.).
· Register to take college admissions tests, SAT and/or ACT, after January (and for a later administration at the beginning of Senior year). Visit collegeboard.com for the SAT and act.org for the ACT. You will need the school’s CEEB code (101-846). Some colleges/universities require the subject area tests for admissions to special majors programs; please check online with the particular universities of your interest.
